As a staff | am calling us to a week of persistent
prayer and fasting on behalf of Pastor’s Wendell
and Gini.

What did Jesus teach about persistent prayer?

Matthew 7: 7-11 NLT

7 “Keep on asking, and you will receive what
you ask for. Keep on seeking, and you will find.
Keep on knocking, and the door will be opened
to you. & For everyone who asks, receives.
Everyone who seeks, finds. And to everyone
who knocks, the door will be opened. ° “You
parents—if your children ask for a loaf of bread,
do you give them a stone instead? ™ Or if they
ask for a fish, do you give them a snake? Of
course not! " So if you sinful people know how
to give good gifts to your children, how much
more will your heavenly Father give good gifts
to those who ask him.

“How much more...” - This statement has framed
much of what our church is about and believes.
God is our good heavenly Father. He wants to
do us good — it is His will to do us good. He is
willing to heal us, deliver us and favor us.

The “how much more” is in the context of
children asking their parents for something
they want. God is listening and wants so much
more than even a generous earthly father to
give us what we ask. So we are urged to KEEP
ON asking, looking and knocking! The fervency
of our prayer is rooted in the never ending,
incomparable goodness of our God!

In light of “how much more” God desires to give
us good gifts, WE WILL ASK and KEEP ASKING!

1.  Keep on Asking- Keep telling God what you
want, what you REALLY want!

2. Keep on Looking-Keep expecting for it to
manifest this week- Look over and over for
it to happen!

3. Keep on Knocking- Keep stepping out
and knocking on the door this week fully
expecting it to open!

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What did Jesus teach about fasting?

Matthew 9:14-17 NLT

4 One day the disciples of John the Baptist
came to Jesus and asked him, “Why don’t your
disciples fastl@! like we do and the Pharisees
do?” 5 Jesus replied, “Do wedding guests
mourn while celebrating with the groom? Of
course not. But someday the groom will be
taken away from them, and then they will

fast. '® “Besides, who would patch old clothing
with new cloth? For the new patch would shrink
and rip away from the old cloth, leaving an even
bigger tear than before. 7 “And no one puts
new wine into old wineskins. For the old skins
would burst from the pressure, spilling the wine
and ruining the skins. New wine is stored in new
wineskins so that both are preserved.”

Matthew 17:21

21 However, this kind does not go out except
by prayer and fasting. (NKJV)

1. Fasting is totally centered around HIM not
religious observance.

2. Fasting is for flash.
3. Fasting is for me not for God but it is all
about Jesus.

4. Fasting is for certain God ordained seasons
or moments.

5. Fasting humbles the flesh and sensitizes
the spirit.

6. Fasting enhances prayer, making it even
more accurate.

3. Strong shield of faith- protection of Pastor
